SUMMARY: Performs responsible protective service work in fire suppression, emergency
medical services and hazardous materials; does related work as required. Work is often
performed under emergency and non-emergency conditions and frequently involves
considerable personal hazard. Work is performed under regular supervision. May exercise
limited supervision over the activities of small or medium-size groups of volunteers and career
staff.

ESSENTIAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES: To perform this job successfully, an

individual must be able to perform each essential duty satisfactorily. Reasonable
accommodations may be made to enable individual with disabilities to perform the essential
functions. Other duties may also be assigned.

e Responds to emergency incidents.

e Drives and operates apparatus and assists in the suppression of fires, conducts rescue, entry,
ventilation, salvage and overhaul work and administers EMS care to patients.

e Responds to rescue calls and administers proper emergency medical aid.

e Responds to hazardous materials incidents and executes appropriate mitigation measures.
e Assists in maintaining and cleaning fire and rescue stations and grounds as prescribed.

e Assists with and conducts fire prevention inspections within fire districts as directed.

e Participates in continuing training and instruction programs by individual study of technical
material and attendance at scheduled drills and classes.

e Conducts public safety programs and tours of fire and rescue stations and grounds as
required.

e Administers EMS skills to patients as prescribed by protocol.

e Performs as a member of the Regional hazardous Materials Response Team and performs
emergency activities in the mitigation of hazardous materials incidents.

e Conducts training classes for department personnel.

Maintain certification in Emergency vehicle Operations Course as
administered through or approved by the Department. Participate in and maintain good
physical condition as prescribed in the Department’s Physical Conditioning and Wellness
Program.
