AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND RE-ENACT SECTION 14-68 OF THE 

WINCHESTER CITY CODE PERTAINING TO WHEN METERS SHALL BE 

OPERATED 

 

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Winchester, Virginia, has determined 

that it is necessary to adjust the hours of when parking meters shall be operated from Monday 

through Friday. 

 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, that Section 14-68 of the Winchester City 

Code is hereby amended and re-enacted to read as follows: 

 

SECTION 14-68. WHEN METERS SHALL BE OPERATED. 

 

Parking meters installed pursuant to this division shall be operated between the hours of 9:00 

A.M. and 4:00 P.M.9:00 A.M. and 6:00 P.M. every day from Monday through Friday, except for 

the following designated holidays:  New Year’s Day (January 1); Lee Jackson Day (January); 

Martin Luther King, Jr. Day (January); George Washington Day (February); the Thursday and 

Friday prior to the Grand Feature Parade of the annual Shenandoah Apple Blossom Festival; 

Memorial Day (May); Independence Day (July 4); Labor Day (September); Veteran’s Day 

(November 11); Thanksgiving Day and the day after Thanksgiving; Christmas Eve; and 

Christmas Day.  When any of the aforesaid holidays fall on a Sunday, parking meters need not 

be operated on the following Monday.  (Code 1959, 15-117; Ord. No. 019-84, 10-09-84; Ord. 

No. 041-91, 10-08-91; Ord. No. 003-97, 1-14-97; Ord. No. 2009-41, 2-23-2010).
