5. The following recommendation was made: 

Motion to approve Substantial Amendments to the 2008 and 2009 Annual Action Plans as outlined except to move $22,771.48 to Homeless Prevention/Intervention (leaves $10,000 in Home Ownership).  The outlined agenda suggestions were:
· repayment to HUD in the amount of $60,000 from the CSMCPI project code in the CDBG Fund.  

· reallocation of $60,000 CDBG08 funding from Homeownership Activities to Neighborhood Improvements 

· reallocation of $60,000 CSMCPI funding from Employer Assisted Housing to Homeownership Activities 

· reallocation of $90,053.72 CSMCPI funding ($76,000 from Employer Assisted Housing and $14,053.72 from undesignated activities) to Homeownership Activities

· reallocation of $50,758 CSMCPI funding ($39,059 from Neighborhood Revitalization and $11,672 from undesignated activities) to Home Repair Program

· reallocation of $146,923.76 CDBGPI funding ($90,000 from Home Repair Program and $56,923.76 from undesignated activities) to Neighborhood Improvements

· reallocation of $56,923.76 CDBG09 funding ($6,165.76 from Home Ownership- Direct and $50,758 from Home Ownership- Indirect) to general Homeownership Activities

· reallocation of $39,242 CDBG09 funding from Home Ownership- Direct to Home Repair Program (resulting in total $90,000 CDBG09 for Home Repair)

· reallocation of $18,040.24 CDBG09 funding from Home Ownership- Direct to Neighborhood Improvements
