RULES & REGULATIONS

No person shall he permitted to utilize this facility unless they have
signed an Acknowledgment and Waiver of Liability form and received a
WPRD permit sticker which shall be displayed on the user’'s helmet which
shall he worn at all times during use of the facility. Helmet stickers and

forms are available at the War Memorial Building in Jim Barnett Park.

This skate facility is UNSUPERVISED. Users assume the risk for any and
all injuries suffered or caused.

Skating is permitted only during normal park hours.

The use of a protective helmet is REQUIRED. Knee/elbow pads and wrist
guards are strongly recommended. Helmets must be properly fastened at
all times.

This facility Is used by experienced and inexperienced skateboarders,
hikers and in-line skaters. Serious injury may result from falling or
colliding with other users, the concrete surface or equipment. The City of
Winchester, Virginia does not assume responsibility for injuries. Any use
of this facility is at your own risk. Skate within your ability.

Only skateboards and roller blades are to he used in the skate pavilion.
Only one skater is allowed on a ramp at a time.
Personal music “hoom bhox” devices are not allowed.

All participants are to be respectful of park property and others.
. Children age 12 and younger must be accompanied by an adult.

. Food and drink are not permitted within the perimeter of the skate facility.
. Littering is prohibited.
. Spectators are not permitted in the skating area.

. No alcohol, illegal weapons, tohacco products, drugs, glass containers
or pets allowed inside the skating area.

Rough play, abusive hehavior and obscene graphics
on equipment and clothing will not be tolerated.

. Gity of Winchester, Virginia is not responsible for lost or stolen items.

. No loitering or trespassing after facility is closed. Violators will be
prosecuted.

20. City of Winchester, Virginia reserves the right to change the hours
of operation as necessary and close the facility in the event of
Inclement weather or other hazardous conditions. The skate facility
IS not to be used if hazardous conditions exist (ie. water, debris,

litter, graffiti, or other obstacle on the surface.)

No contests or organized events are allowed at the facility unless
organized or approved by the City of Winchester, Virginia’s Parks &
Recreation Department.

. Unauthorized ramps, rails or other equipment is not permitted.

23. WPRD employees or members of the Winchester Police Department
may remove or cause the removal of any persons on the premises
causing a disturbance or whose conduct may be deemed to pose a
threat to the health, safety, or welfare of themselves or others.
