The Board of Architectural Review held its regularly scheduled meeting on Thursday, June 20, 
2013, at 4:00 p.m. in Council Chambers, Rouss City Hall, 15 North Cameron Street, Winchester,

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 
 
Chairman Rockwood called for additions or corrections to the minutes of June 6, 2013.  Hearing 
none, he called for a motion.  Mr. Walker moved to approve the minutes as submitted.  Mr. 
Serafin seconded the motion.  Voice vote was taken and the motion passed, 5-0.

None. 
 
 
OLD BUSINESS: 
 
BAR-13-288  Request of Philip G. Anderson and Bonnie Jones for a certificate of 
appropriateness to construct a new, open porch at the property located at 414 Fairmont Avenue, 
(Map Number 173-1-A-5), zoned Low Density Residential (LR) District with Historic 
Winchester (HW) District overlay. 
 



 

Mr. Hicks, representative for the applicants, explained additional details as they pertain to the 
proposed project.  He also stated that it was his belief that the applicants intend to use 8” round 
support posts; however, Chairman Rockwood stated that according to the documentation 
submitted by the applicants, it states that they intend to use 4” diameter, nine (9) foot in height, 
square support posts.  He then asked if the bay window extends under the porch to which Mr. 
Hicks stated that it does and that the applicants wants to put shutters on the bay window to match 
the existing ones.  He also advised that the porch has been removed and the roof has been 
supported.  Mr. Bandyke asked about the integrity of the remaining structure.  Mr. Hicks stated 
that the roof is solid and the beam, soffit, overhand, and fascia are in good shape.  He added that 
there were no old posts and that the floor and outside bands are rotten.  Mr. Walker reiterated 
that the applicant stated that the beam is in good shape to which Mr. Hicks responded that it is 
but that there are about three or four joists that are rotten. 
 
As it relates to the porch flooring, Mr. Bandyke added that the applicants cannot use pressure 
treated.  Adding that the Board had discussed that they use 1 x 4 – ¾” tongue-and-groove. 
 
Mr. Bandyke questioned the construction of the piers.  Mr. Hicks advised that he believes they 
are concrete, possibly poured concrete, and they are substantial in size but in good shape.  Mr. 
Serafin then questioned whether the applicants were planning to use wood columns and what 
size.  Mr. Hicks stated that they will if that is what the Board wants.  Mr. Serafin then stated that 
the cut sheet shows 4”, 5”, and 6” diameter columns.  Mr. Bandyke stated that he recommends 
using 6” columns.  He also added that it is common practice to put the columns on the piers to 
carry the load, three piers, three columns/posts. 
 
Mr. Serafin then questioned whether or not the columns are going to be centered whereby Mr. 
Hicks stated that he intended to put one on each corner and then one in line with the bay window.  
Mr. Bandyke stated that if the length of the porch is 14 feet, it is standard practice to put the 
columns on top of the piers to carry the dead load. 
 
Mr. Walker then questioned what type of ceiling are the applicants intending to use.  Mr. Hicks 
stated that the current ceiling, which he believes to be bead board, is staying but that it will be 
painted white.  Mr. Serafin stated that he would like to see a color chip for the color that they 
intend to use on the door and the shutters.  Mr. Hicks stated that it is just a standard green.  Mr. 
Serafin reiterated that he would like to see the actual color to ensure that green to be used 
matches the existing shutters. 
 
Chairman Rockwood called for further discussion or questions.  Hearing none, he called for a 
motion.  Mr. Bandyke moved to grant a certificate of appropriateness to BAR-13-288 with the 
following caveats: 

 Three (3) columns, must be turned and six inches (6”) in width. 
 New shutters must match existing shutters in material and color. 
 The flooring must be 1 x 4 tongue-and-groove, pressure treated, paintable. 
 The joists must be pressure treated and placed on 16” center. 
 Three (3) columns with one on each end and preferably the middle column being 

centered on the door, symmetrical with the corner posts. 
 All trim and materials used on the porch must be wood and painted white. 



 

 The columns must be painted white. 
 The door and floor must be painted a green color to match the existing shutters. 
 The contractor, Mr. Hicks, must submit samples of the paint colors applicants are wishing 

to use for the flooring and the shutters to the Zoning Administrator for administrative 
review. 

 
Mr. Walker seconded the motion with caveats.  Voice vote was taken and the motion passed, 5-0.
